There is some concern that we are spending a lot of money on the Winter Carnival and are we going to recoup that money when all is said and done. We will now be making money from the advertising on the T-shirts to help pay for part of the fireworks. We would like to thank Robert Fogg for all the work he did getting business ads for the T-shirts. We also have some businesses donating toward the costs of the fireworks as well. We will be making money on the Winter Carnival booklets thanks to all the hard work that Dawn Allen put into these. Because of her hard work the money from the booklets will be mostly profit.  We would also like to thank Scott Richards for printing the booklets. We would like to start the Winter Carnival with a budget of $0 and are very close to that.


There will be a torch parade on Friday night starting at The Black Bear Café @ 6:00, heading over to the ice rink at the Legion Field for a stop, and then continue on to Bray’s where they will have a fire going in the beer garden.


Scott Richards and Tony Rossetti came up with a new layout for the Winter Carnival, which will make it much safer. This will put the vendors closer to the town dock. Dan and Jesse Allen checked the ice thickness and it ranges from 16” to 18”.


It is noteworthy to add that Billy Libby came to the last Winter Carnival meeting, representing the Naples Fire Dept and they would like to end the friction that is between the club and fire dept and are 100% on board to help the club.  They have volunteered to do some traffic control.

Trails: The trails have been groomed.  We could use a good 6” of snow to make them good. All club members are encouraging Greg Reinhard to do his snow dance before next weekend.

Groomers: Dan Allen was asking why clubs smaller than ours end up with great big new groomers? It was discussed that the groomers we have are a size that is ideal for our trails.  They are easier to maintain than the larger ones and more economical. Some of the clubs that buy the larger groomers actually take out bank loans and wait for grant money to come in to cover them. It was stressed that to keep our groomers in top shape, we need to do the “pre work” on the trails in the fall, removing rocks, stumps, roots, etc. Bernie Flood feels that we need to have representatives from our club at more of the MSA meetings so we can keep up to date with the grants that are available.


We are still looking for used tracks to use for the groomers and it seems they are quite scarce. Steve Kirk mentioned that he had spoken to Dave Cummings about this and he said that we can buy factory seconds when available for $100 apiece. Bob Calileo made an enthusiastic motion that we buy some of these tracks right away. The club voted to allocate $400 to purchase 4 of these tracks when they become available.

Club Trip: The annual club trip is planned for Feb 21 – 28.  The trip will be in Caribou, Maine this year. The hotel is the Caribou Inn and Conference Center, which has a pool, fitness center, restaurant, etc. The information is below.
