Winter Carnival:  Dan Allen reports that a lot of people in town are discouraged that the property committee has closed down Kent’s Landing. They are thinking that it is not fair, as it was purchased by the town to be used by the town residents. There are quite a few people that are not using the lake now because of this. The committee is saying that on their side of the story that they are trying to protect the new beach until a permanent boat launch is put in. In the mean time people are calling Dan and he has to explain to them that this has nothing to do with the snowmobile club. It was brought up that it would be helpful to all concerned if the property committee would write an article for the Bridgton News and explain what is going on and why. It seems that when people find out the reasoning to the closing and that it is temporary, they are OK with it. They are planning on putting in a concrete ramp for boats, trucks, and trailers to use but will not allow snowmobiles as the studs on the tracks will tear it up. They are hoping to have this ramp in by next year.
