 Treasurer’s Report: Checking $1,827.20, Money Market $4,695.08, Bridge $5,394.23, for a total of : $11,916.51.

The bulk of the money spent since November has gone to bridges, repair of bridges, and the new groomer. We are hoping to recoup on maps, clothing, and getting some grant money back in the spring.  We need to keep aware that we need to save money for gas and only groom when necessary. We have approximatley 116 members, 23 of which are business members. We are hoping to get back $3750.00 from the state at the end of the season plus $2400.00 +/- from the town for registrations.  Tony Rossetti put in for a grant for the groomer that we bought from Greg Reinhard for $6500.00 and we are hoping to get 2/3rds of that back. Next year we can put in for a grant for the one we are building this year. We are concerned that we are going to have some big expenses for the Winter Carnival as we have to pay for fireworks, radar run permit, etc.

Winter Carnival : The Winter Carnival dates are February 12th – 14th.  If anyone can volunteer thier time to help please let Bernie know.
 Maps: We paid  $1.00 for each map.  We are hoping to get a refund from the map maker as the price ended up being somewhere between 93 to 95 each. In years past we have sent maps out to members as a courtesy, however with the costs incured this year we are now charging members $2 per map. They are $3 each in the stores.  Paul Flood is our new « Map Master » and will be in charge of  the map boxes.  We would like to send out a big THANK YOU !!! to Dana and Betty Webber for all the years that they took care of the maps.
 Trails/maintenance: Derek Goodine was unhappy with the club for not accepting responsibility for the trail by the ice rink.  He was going to send a letter to the homeowner that we were going to fix the problem but it was out of us being good neighbors and we were not going to accept responsibilty.  He put down some gravel on the trail and Q Team was going to go over and smooth it out with the bobcat, but it proceeded to snow for a few days so it will have to wait for spring.

Trails:  Walter Adams brought up the fact that there is no sign marking the trail that was  closed coming off Brandy Pond. Tony Rossetti suggested that Steve Kirk pick up a few signs and have them at the Tiki Bar and next time Walter comes in he can post the signs on the old trail when he comes off Brandy Pond.  The new trail comes off the ice at the Brandy Pond Park campground.

The trails need another good snow to bring them up to par. There are some bare spots, rocks, and running water in places, which will hopefully freeze up soon. The bridges are all finished.  Next spring we need to discuss how to keep trucks off the bridges and trails.

There will be no local club ride until the trails improve.

 Clubhouse:  The clubhouse trail is now officially closed off which leaves the clubhouse inaccessible except by truck.  It was brought up that the A frame on Bob Hennicks land would make a good clubhouse.  He is worried that his taxes will go up if he opens it up for this use. The question put out to the club is, would we be willing to pay the taxes on this building ?
 Club Trip: The annual club trip is planned for Feb 21-28. The trip will be in Caribou, Maine this year.  The hotel is the Caribou Inn and Conference Center which has a pool, restaurant, fitness club, etc. We DID NOT reserve a block of rooms so the sooner you call to make your reservations the better the chance of getting the room you want. The details are below.  We will also be planning club rides on the 2nd Saturday of each month. Destinations will be planned at the club meeting prior to the rides.
