Lake Access:  The town had planned to build a boat ramp this year but ended up not doing so. In the meantime the club gave up the ramp that we built for lake asscee to use as a bridge behind Bear Bones. The cost of building a new ramp is extensive so Dan Allen approached the town to see if we could just plow down to the lake for just this season. Charles Ahern is a member of the property committee for the Naples residents and the recommended that the new part of the town beach be cordoned off from any vehicles other that snowmobiles. It was decided that we need to build a new, longer ramp to place at the old beach and Charles offered to cover costs. The club has poles to use for the base of the ramp and construction will start shortly.

We will be placing Christmas trees on the lake as markers and they will be removed at the end of the season at the same time as the signs and posts.
