Winter Carnival: First and Foremost, A BIG THANK YOU to Dan and Dawn Allen, and ALL the volunteers who helped with the Winter Carnival.  Without the help of people volunteering the Winter Carnival could not take place. That being said, the Winter Carnival was a success even with poor snow conditions. We had to substitute 4 wheelers and gators for snowmobiles for the torchlight parade that started at the Black Bear Café.  Harvey had a great set up for families at the ice rink, with a DJ for the kids to skate by, then on to the bonfire in the beer garden at Bray’s.  The “virtual” poker rally did fairly well and a few people actually went on the trails for the regular poker rally. The cost of the Winter Carnival to date is $6,253.00 with $6,158.00 in invoices out. When all the money is in we should have made $2,530.00 to go back into the general fund.

Trails: Heather Blake has walked on the trails and says they are at least great for hiking! Tony Rossetti thinks that we really need to allocate some funds to get some major excavation work done on the Madison Mountain trail.  There are spots that are extremely rough that wreak havoc on the groomers. Rocks and stumps need to be dug out and culverts put in.


The proposed ITS trail that is in the works to go through all the way to Windham is pretty much on hold because of the bridge that needs to be built in Raymond over Panther Run. Many members said they would be willing to help the Raymond club on this. This is an issue that we will have to keep up on if this project is ever going to take place. It was also noted that the Sebago club is really working hard to get ITS 89 connected to our area better.

NOTE: Bernie needs the Trail Maintenance Forms filled out and returned to her by the end of March. This includes all trail work and groomer maintenance.
Groomers:  Bob Calileo has picked up 3 more tracks for the groomers, one of which was donated by Ron Shaw. Two of these tracks have already been placed on a groomer with the third in storage.

Maps: Bob Calileo has found a big problem with the maps. It seems that the maps out on the trail are fading to the point where you can barely read them. These maps are laminated and have only been out there for a few months. There is ink that can be used that does not fade and we need to check into this for future printing. He also feels that we need to have the road names on the map. Because we get these maps printed in cooperation with other towns, we did not have this done because the other towns felt it wasn’t necessary.  This has been brought up many times and many members feel that it is very important for people coming in to ride from outside our area be able to find where they are by the road names. Another issue is we have a lot of maps left over. Tony Rossetti will check with the other towns to see if they too have maps left over, and do we want to reuse them next year by placing updated information on stickers for each one as we have done in the past.

MSA Meetings: Bernie Flood and Heather Blake are planning on attending the MSA meeting on April 10th in Lewiston. Bernie is going to check to see if this is a club event meeting and will let everyone know in case they would like to attend.


We are going to be hosting an MSA meeting on November 7, 2010 at 12:00. It will be for both the coastal and the eastern region with approximately 80 people attending. We need to confirm a place to hold it plus supply food donated by our members. Steve Kirk volunteered the function room at the Tiki Bar. This meeting would also be a good time to get Derek Goodine and Chris Pond together with the club to discuss Life Flight and the rescue boggin.

Club Trip: As this is the last meeting until fall, Christy Fogg asks that people keep their eyes open for a new spot to have a club trip next winter. If you find a spot that you think would be good email her at Christy.mrss@yahoo.com and she will check into it.
